7 Hour Pass Rules
1. Visitors must be on the approved visitors list approved by staff as well as ; have completed 4 full months in ministry ( at the beginning of 5th month), participated in 6 Group Family Counseling’s (the same person has to ATTEND all 6 sessions) Information sessions, and 1 individual meeting session with the individual(s) who have met the 6 Group Family Information Sessions required .(This does not include visitation time). The person who is going to take you on pass must be the same person to attend the family counseling’s.   
2. The person picking up and returning the client for and from her pass must be the person who has completed the 6 Group Family Information Sessions. This individual(s) must also be willing to sign a release and take a random drug screen. This individual(s)  is also responsible for the well being of the client while they are off the property, and must maintain physical and visual contact at ALL times. 
3. No cell phone or computer usage is allowed by the client for the purpose of socialization with friends or to make contact with old acquaintances or anyone the client may have used drugs with. Exceptions will be made for immediate family members who are drug free. Please do not allow the client to contact anyone who could be detrimental to their recovery. 
4. NB is a smoke free facility. If the client test positive for nicotine when she returns she will have her future passes revoked (at a minimum).  Absolutely No Vaping w/ or w/out vaping
5. Please do not arrive before 10 am. We are in the chapel and activity outside is disturbing. Clients will be released at the appropriate time. You will pick up the client at the church. Dorm 3 Clients will be picked up at Dorm 3.
6. Clients must be returned to Dorm 2, between 4:30pm-4:45pm. Dorm 3 clients are to check in at Dorm 3. If the client is late returning – a disciplinary action will be implemented. All visitors must leave by 5 pm, unless you are staying for Group Family Information Sessions. 8 Group Family Information Sessions are required in order for the client to be eligible for her weekend passes. Dorm 3 family/visitors staying for Group Family Information Sessions must report to Dorm 2 immediately following your return. Children are to be left at Dorm 3, NB staff will provide childcare.
7. If there were any issues while the client was on her pass such as the client being argumentative, stepping outside the boundaries or breaking rules etc, let a NB staff member know immediately upon return from the pass.

8. Clients must purchase their Walmart/Dollar Tree items while on pass. You will NOT be able to go to Wal-mart on Monday with Graduates.

9. While on pass, do not give the client any mail, gifts or any information that could cause the client mental or emotional anguish. Bring all information to NB and staff will cover this with the client at the appropriate time.
a. Clients will no longer be able to receive items from family by mail or at visitation. 
This is an attempt to teach clients financial responsibility and decrease amount of 
items stored in their rooms. We have limited space and some of our clients have 
enormous amounts of food brought in by their family. 
b. Clients will no longer be able to receive any articles of clothing from family even 
when they have outgrown what they have. We have a thrift store and they can be responsible to get items from there as they are needed.

c. We will make an exception at birthdays and Christmas. They will be allowed to 
receive one small box not to exceed $25 in value. 

d. We will also make an exception regarding client meds with staff approval.
e. Clients will not be allowed to bring anything back from pass valued greater than $15 
and must have receipts. 

10. Clients are being taught to represent Jesus Christ at all times therefore please do not use obnoxious actions or foul, abusive language around them. 
This will cause the person to be removed from the client’s visitation list.
11. If children are involved with the pass, allow the client and the child(ren) to have ample time for visitation.  This parental bond needs to be developed or encouraged so do not let the pass be all about the client
12.  While off the property, client must call to report in at least once. Unless they are issues while on your pass then call immediately:
