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4 Hour Visitation Rules

1. Visitors must be on the approved visitors list completed by client and approved by staff. Client must have been here a minimum of 30 days before her first visit. 
2. Visitation does not begin until 1 pm. You must wait in your vehicle until 1 pm and then, come into dorm 2, Peace Place, for your visit. If you are a dorm 3 Client- your visits take place in the Dorm 3 dining hall and supervised by NB staff. No guests are allowed outside the dorm with the client, without staff being present.  All visitations must take place in the building. Absolutely NO CELL phones are allowed in the visitation area. 
3. All visitors must leave promptly at 5 pm. Unless they are staying for Group Family Counseling. Clients are not allowed outside the building with family members. Dorm 3 clients will report to Dorm 2 for family counseling/education. Children will be cared for in Dorm 3 by NB staff.
4. 6 Group Family Education sessions (the same person has to attend all 6) 4:45-4:50pm-6:00pm on visitation Saturday, as well as 1 Individual meeting are required to receive a 7 hour pass as well as the completion of FULL  4 months in the ministry (beginning of 5th month). The individual meeting must be with the person taking responsibility for the client’s well being and sobriety while off the property. 
5.  All visitors must be willing to sign a release and take a random drug screen. Medications must be brought and presented in their original containers. Any failed drug test will result in the visitor being asked to leave the property immediately. If you are a family member with a current drug problem please be considerate of our clients and not come to New Beginnings to visit the client- especially if you are under the influence of ANY substance.
6. No cell phones are allowed on the property. Please keep them locked in your car. Unless your phone is used for emergency work, (on Call), then place the phone on vibrate, and answer all calls outside by or in your vehicle. Do not let any clients have access to your phone for any reason, at any time.
7. No Smoking on property by ANYONE. If visitors must smoke you must leave NB property to do so.
8. If visitors or family members need to speak with any staff member, please scheduled in advanced. Call 706-356-2113 to schedule time..
9. No obnoxious actions or foul, abusive language is allowed. You will be asked to leave the property.
10. Do not give any clients any information- whether it is a verbal message from someone else or mail / gifts etc without NB staff PRIOR approval 
a. Clients will no longer be able to receive items of food and supplies from family by mail or at visitation. This is an attempt to teach clients financial responsibility and decrease amount of items stored in their rooms. We have limited space and some of our clients have enormous amounts of food and supplies brought in by their family.  

b. Clients will no longer be able to receive any articles of clothing from family even when they have outgrown what they have. We have a thrift store and they can be responsible to get items from there as they are needed.

c. We will make an exception at birthdays and Christmas. They will be allowed to receive one small box not to exceed $25 in value. 

d. We will also make an exception regarding client meds with staff approval. 

e. Clients will not be allowed to bring anything back from pass valued greater than the value of the money that they receive from the financial office and must have proper receipts.

11. We will allow families to bring food for clients and family to eat during visitation, but no food will be allowed to remain unless there is enough for 60 other people.  They can
12. If children are brought on the property 
1) The children must be supervised at all times by the client and the family. 
2) If the children want to go outside, either the client or a family member can take them (one or the other not both).
3)  Clients are NOT allowed to be outside with any family members for any reason without a NB staff member present. This is to protect the client’s protection.
13. Pets are not allowed on property, they must remain in your car. If everyone brought their dog, cat, etc., it would be a mess! And we have a watch dog on property.

Thank you for your cooperation. Our God is a God of order and not confusion. Our desire is to keep everything safe while ensuring family connection as associated with the client’s recovery.
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
